In a nationwide effort to increase cardholder account number security, Visa® and MasterCard® have mandated that all merchants who accept credit cards as a form of payment, and generate electronic receipts, make changes to a more standardized approach. The Cardholder receipt will be required to suppress all but the last 4 digits of the cardholder account number and the expiration date. New Cardholder Account Truncation laws exist or will be passed in many states, requiring compliance as early as January 1, 2004. Visa and MasterCard are requiring compliance for all new merchant businesses as of July 2003 and all existing businesses as of April 2005.

How to Determine if your Aloha Version is Compliant:
(If your current Aloha version is 5.0 or higher, your software is Compliant.
(Look for the cardholder account number on the customer’s copy of sales   draft. If the 
full card number prints, your software is 
 

NOT Compliant. 

(If only the last four digits of the card number 
print preceded by several XXXXXX or 
******, then you are Compliant.
